Review of Agenda:  The agenda for the meeting was reviewed by all present.  Tom Blend requested that a discussion recent correspondence be added. In addition, a status update for the Plymouth Tournament was added.
Minutes:  Minutes from the January 20, 2009 meeting were reviewed. There were no questions or concerns on the minutes as drafted.  Motion was made by Tony Miller, second by Mike Henning to accept the minutes as presented.  Motion passed on a voice vote.
Treasurer’s Report: Scott Haun presented the report of the activity in the Plymouth Youth Baseball and the Plymouth Youth Athletic Association Account including revenue, expenses, outstanding bills and fund balances.  The available fund balances of the PYB and PYAA accounts as of February 17, 2009 was $927.43 and $5,623.50, respectively.  The only expenses paid out of the PYB account related to 2009 registration material.  A motion was made to approve the report of the treasurer by Tom Blend with a second by Mike Henning.  The motion passed on a voice vote.

Sponsorship: Tony Miller reported that he had mailed a total of 32 invoices to the businesses that currently have sponsorship signs at Lions Park.  Fourteen have returned their payment as of this date.  An additional 5 companies have expressed interest in purchasing signs at the Lions Park facility.

The majority of these forms were received during the on-site registration and represents a significant increase over the prior year as of this date.

Additional updates will be provided to the board as registrations are received.  The printed deadline for registrations is March 15th, 2009.

Softball: No report
Cadet League: Based on the numbers to date, and estimating those still to come, it is anticipated that we will have the following team structure for 2009:

1 – 6th grade team (comprised of 2008 5th graders and drafting any open positions)

2 – Combined 5th/6th grade teams


3 – 7th grade teams (maintain same teams as 2008 6th graders and draft new players to fill teams)


2 – 8th grade teams (one team comprised of the all 6th grade team from 2007)

All teams would be registered and play in the Lakeshore League for 2009.  Coaching assignments for each of the teams was discussed and it was determined that, with the exception of  one 7th grade team, all teams were set.

In order to facilitate the draft process, an open evaluation for all Cadet players will be scheduled.  It was discussed that this would take place at the high school gym with multiple sessions.  Coaches and coordinators would be involved in the evaluation of each of the kids.  This information would be used to balance the teams to the extent possible.  

There is a Lakeshore League meeting scheduled for March 24th.  A representative from each Cadet team will be requested to attend.

Junior League – No report.  
Horizon League – No report

Developmental League – The contract with Quit Qui Oc is in the third year of the three year agreement.  This year’s cost will be $550.  An option for 2010 is available at a cost of $605.  Further discussion of the contract will take place at a later date.
Plymouth Tournament: Frank Hojnacki reported that the following spots had been filled for the Tournament:
· Total 9 teams (incl. 3 Plymouth) for the 5th/6th tournament.  A total of 12 spots are available.

· Total 4 teams (incl. 3 Plymouth) for the 7th tournament.  A total of 8 spots are available.
· Total 8 teams (incl. 2 Plymouth) for the 8th tournament.  A total of 8 spots are available.  Two teams are on a waiting list.

Correspondence: Tom Blend distributed a letter from Lynn  Helmer regarding a dairy promotional event during the baseball season.  It was determined that this would be a good event to take place during the Plymouth Tournament at the Lions Park facility.   The event will be organized and run by the Johnsonville 4H club.  Tom will get back to Lynn and arrange for a follow up meeting/presentation during the April PYAA regular meeting.
Open Gym:  Butch Cain discussed the open gym at the high school on Sunday nights.  He is requesting that it be limited to 5th grade and up because of the number of kids.  He proposed that the gym could be opened up for younger kids from 1:00- 3:00 on Sundays, however parent supervision would be required.  Scott Haun will discuss this with Tim Casper (Junior League) as a possibility for the 3rd and 4th graders interested in playing Junior League and needing practice time prior to evaluations.  This time spot could also be used for the Cadet evaluation.
Butch also discussed the possibility of “League Night” during some of the home high school baseball games.  This would provide an opportunity for the kids to participate in activities at the game (bat boys, first pitch).  Butch will develop a plan and review it with each of the league coordinators.

The next meeting will be held Tuesday, March 17th at 7:00PM.

There was no other business or concerns to be raised at this meeting. Motion was made by Tony Miller, second by Rory Beebe to adjourn.  Motion passed on voice vote.
