October 21, 2008
The annual meeting of the Plymouth Youth Athletic Association was called to order by President Scott Haun at 7:05 PM.

There were a total of 5 others present in the audience.


Review of Agenda:  The agenda for the meeting was reviewed by all present.  Steve Jordan requested that a discussion regarding Junior League tournaments be added to the agenda.
Minutes:  Minutes from the September 16, 2008 meeting were reviewed. There were no questions or concerns on the minutes as drafted.  Motion was made by Tony Miller, second by Rory Beebe to accept the minutes as presented.  Motion passed on a voice vote.
Treasurer’s Report: Bill August presented the report of the activity in the Plymouth Youth Baseball and the Plymouth Youth Athletic Association Account including revenue, expenses, outstanding bills and fund balances.  The available fund balances of the PYB and PYAA at the end of the fiscal year were $1,537.95 and $10,792.27, respectively.  Of the balance in the PYB account, approximately $1,500 has been committed to purchasing a pitching machine for use at Lions Park.  A discussion was held regarding the Chevy Baseball raffle and the lack of tickets sold ($150 in income).  It was felt that this raffle was not promoted as much because of our own raffle.  As there was no real expense related to the Chevy program, and considering the amount of equipment that was donated, it was determined that, if the opportunity to participate in 2009 is available, we should continue.  A motion was made to approve the report of the treasurer by Rory Beebe with a second by Tony Miller.  The motion passed on a voice vote.

Field Reports:  Bill August reported that all the new turf and sand had been installed at the various diamonds.  The drainage issue at Rotary had been resolved through the installation of drain tile along the first base line.
Equipment: Scott Haun noted that a number of Cadet League uniforms had not yet been turned in and asked the various coaches to follow up.

Junior League Tournament: A discussion was held regarding the scheduling and team composition of possible tournaments for the Junior League in 2009.  It was felt that an end of season tournament should be identified soon in order to insure our participation.  A decision regarding an early season tournament was tabled until after registration and the final rosters for the Cadet League.
Elections:

Vice President:  There was one candidate on the ballot for this position (Rory Beebe).  Tom Blend asked for any other nominations from the floor.  There being no additional nominations, a motion was made by Tom Blend, second by Ken Potrykus to close the nominations and cast a unanimous vote for Rory Beebe.  The motion passed on voice vote.  Rory Beebe was pronounced the winner and named Vice President for a two-year term.

Treasurer: There was one candidate on the ballot for this position (Bill August).  Tom Blend asked for any other nominations from the floor.  There being no additional nominations, a motion was made by Tom Blend, second by Ken Potrykus to close the nominations and cast a unanimous vote for Bill August.  The motion passed on voice vote.  Bill August was pronounced the winner and named Treasurer for a two-year term.

Board Members:  There were three board positions (Tony Miller, Ken Potrykus, Randy Meyer) up for election for a two-year term and one position (Jeff Rhude) up for a one-year term. Tom Blend announced that the candidates who accumulate the top four amount of votes will be named to the board. The individual that accumulates the 4th most votes will fill the remaining one-year term of Jeff Rhude. The following individuals had previously expressed interest in the positions and were included on the ballot: Randy Meyer, Tony Miller, Jim Novak, Mike Henning, Scott Dewey, Chris Vorpagel, Sonny Vaughn.  Tom Blend asked for any other nominations from the floor. Steve Jordan was nominated by Scott Haun and Steve accepted the nomination. There being no additional nominations, a motion was made by Tom Blend, second by Rory Beebe to close the nominations.  The motion passed on voice vote.  After the nominations were closed, each candidate was provided with an opportunity to address the group.  Ballots were then solicited and collected.  After the ballots were counted by the nominating committee, the following individuals were named board members for a two-year term:  Mike Henning, Randy Meyer, Tony Miller.  Chris Vorpagel was named to the board for a one-year term.
Scott Haun thanked everyone attending for participating in the election process.  He also thanked Ken Potrykus for his participation on the board for the last two years and his continued involvement in the program.
A motion was made by Tom Blend with a second by Bill August to have the ballots destroyed.  Motion passed on voice vote.

2009 Budget: The preliminary 2009 budget was distributed to all the board members.  There was a discussion on certain line items.  Scott asked that everyone review the budget in preparation for the November meeting at which time further discussions will be held.
A meeting to specifically discuss the Cadet League for 2009 was set for Wednesday, November 5th at 7:00 at the Plymouth Fire Department.  Anyone interested was asked to attend.

There was no other business or concerns to be raised at this meeting. Motion was made by Tom Blend, second by Frank Hojnacki to adjourn.  Motion passed on voice vote.
